3. Fan the required number of sheets of film (as you would paper) to facilitate feeding. 
4. Most color copiers/printers require that film be fed through the bypass of the 

machine according to its instructions. Film can be imaged on either side. 
5. It is recommended to wait a few minutes after imaging to allow film to dry before
